Personification- Giving a personal nature or character to inanimate objects or abstract notions. 

Simile- a figure of speech in which two unlike things are explicitly compared, as in “she is like a rose.” 

Metaphor- something used, or regarded as being used, to represent something else; emblem; symbol

Alliteration- the commencement of two or more words of a word group with the same letter, as in apt alliteration's artful aid. 

Dramatic Irony- Where the narrator brings the reader into the situation. The reader has an omniscient view of things and knows the jolt or surprise that the characters are in for.

Symbolism- A representation of something. it is something concrete that stands for something abstract. (A flag at half mast = death) Symbolism is a poetic quality that conveys and idea/makes a point in a hidden sort of way.
