· Focus on logical arguments 

· Don't lapse into summary

· Conclusion 

· Summarize, then conclude, your argument 

· Refer to the first paragraph/opening statement as well as the main points 

· does the conclusion restate the main ideas? 

· reflect the succession and importance of the arguments 

· logically conclude their development? 
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
