5. Were the voiceovers effective or did the reporter sound as if they were reading?

6. Was the audio in the piece clear and of high quality?

7. Was the camera work during the interviews effective?  Were the interview techniques discussed in class used? (Rule of thirds, look space, good backgrounds)

8. List a minimum of 3 changes that you would make to this segment to make it better.

9. Compared to the CBC segment that you watched, how would you describe the level of effectiveness of this piece? What was different?  Were you impressed?
10. Give this piece a grade out of 20.  List the positive and negative aspects of the piece and explain why you chose this mark.
