The Expository Essay:
Writing to explain is also called expository writing. In an expository essay, you are expected to provide information or explain a topic. 

The introductory paragraph has the same elements as a narrative essay or a descriptive essay. It begins by introducing the topic and ends with the central idea. 

The central idea or  thesis is a statement of fact or belief that you, as a writer, will support in your essay. For an expository essay, your central idea should contain two elements:


- the topic of the prompt 


- tour ideas, or main points, about the topic

Each body paragraph focuses on one of the main points of your central idea and offers details to support that main point.

The concluding paragraph restates your thesis (central idea). Rewording your central idea provides variation for your readers. After restating your central idea, your concluding paragraph should sum up the thoughts you've expressed in the essay. A good concluding paragraph then ends with a strong thought that leaves your readers thinking about your ideas.

Tips For Getting Your Readers' Attention:

A good writer opens an essay with a "hook" that grabs the readers' attention. Below are several types of hooks that work for most papers.


- Surprise your reader. Shock them with a statistic or fact, or provide them with a startling description.


- Entertain them. Tell your audience a riveting story or an amusing anecdote.


- Offer them a challenge. Ask your reader a question or invite them to solve a problem. You might even issue a command.


- Make your readers think. Begin with a thought-provoking question, statement, quotation, or saying.

- an analogy is a comparison of two objects which are alike in the points of comparison but dissimilar in other ways. An analogy may be drawn, for example between a "factory" and a "beehive", between a "school" and a "family". Metaphors and similes are the twin bases of effective comparisons.
