�The title of your essay, centred


�This is the first source that is cited in this paper. It is in quotation marks because it is the title of the article on the Internet. It also directs you in what to look for on the Works Cited page at the end of the essay, which gives more detail about the source.  NOTE WHERE THE PERIOD GOES – at the VERY end.


�Here is the second source, which indicates the author and the page number that were used. Again., more info is on the Works Cited page.  Can you see how the author showed that they used a DIRECT QUOTE from the novel?  Right on – the quotation marks around it!


�Another source.  Look to the Works Cited page for more detailed info.


�The same source as above, but this time the author  used another DIRECT QUOTE.


�Yep – here’s the same source used above, also as a DIRECT QUOTE.


�Here is another source from Hersey’s novel.


�Because the author has told us the author and the source, we don’t have to include it in parentheses – we only need to put the page number at the end of the line...


�…and here it is!


�The title, centred


�Author’s name, last name first


�The title of the book, in italics


�Location of publisher, name of publisher, year of publishing


�The type of MEDIA (in this case, it is PRINT media)


�The author of the Internet article


�The name of the on-line article, in quotation marks


�The sponsor or main domain of the web site


�The year the web page was created OR last updated


�The type of MEDIA (in this case, it is WEB)


�The date you researched and used this web site


�The title of the on-line article (in this case, THERE WAS NO AUTHOR INDICATED ON THE WEB PAGE).


�The sponsor or main domain of the web page


�The year the page was created or last updated


�The type of MEDIA


�The date you researched and used this web site
