Let’s get the ball rolling with our new friend, Hamlet…

Before we begin studying this particular Shakespearean masterpiece, we need to better understand its setting.  That will be your job over the next couple of days – to educate each other.  Here is your task:

Your group  will be assigned a particular topic to research.  Use your time wisely, divide the workload, and find as much information as possible.  YOU MAY NOT PRINT ANY MATERIALS FROM THE INTERNET, so practice your summarizing and paraphrasing skills when you locate information that you think will be helpful.


After gathering enough information, decide how your group will present your findings to the rest of the class…who will be taking notes.  NO POWER POINT PRESENTATIONS ARE PERMITTED – although you may use the SmartBoard to supplement and/or accentuate your lecture, if you find a great video clip or some terrific pictures.  THE INFORMATION FROM THESE PRESENTATIONS WILL APPEAR ON A TEST, so be sure to take plenty of notes as other groups present.
