· A movie poster / DVD cover / movie review / 

· Poetry or song / musical presentation ….about characters, events and/or themes.

· A newspaper containing a front cover, news section, sports section, community, classifieds, pictures/graphics, advertisements. All entries should refer to the story/stories at least indirectly. 

· Portfolio or drawings, quotes, labels, symbols. 

· Develop a brochure intended to draw tourists to the Montresor mansion/ village of “The Lottery” / the Notch Mountains etc...  You will have to be creative (and likely write a little tongue-in-cheek) in determining key selling points to tourists.  Use some of the vocabulary from the story itself, as well as any relevant graphics.

· A model / construction / diorama directly referring to one or more stories.
· A comic book version of the main events.

· A “modern adaptation” of the story / a prequel / sequel / a short story of your own
· A board game based on the main events/theme of one of  the stories

· A collage – complex, detailed, varied, informative, attractive

· Slide show or story book – tell the story so it would be suitable for children

· Talk show – interviews of major characters / story events

· Activity book – educational activies to teach plot, setting, theme, characters and atmosphere.

· CSI version of events from any of the short stories (any Poe story, “The Lottery”), document possible evidence to convict those responsible for deaths in the story.

· A video Production featuring a short scene from any of the stories covered in class. This is a group assignment which will require a tremendous amount of preparation work (BE SURE OF YOUR COMMITMENT LEVEL BEFORE CHOOSING THIS ONE)
