Daily Sketch – At the beginning of every art class, there will be SSD (Sustained Silent Drawing) for 15 minutes. Students will work with the teacher to choose various subjects to work from using the smart board. 
Sketchbook – Students will use their sketchbooks throughout the semester to practice different drawing techniques and to complete their daily sketches. Sketchbooks will be made with duo-tang folders and blank hole-punched paper.  
Class Projects – Students will work on various art projects. Students will begin by brainstorming on paper in the form of thumbnail sketches, then rough drafts, and then the finished project. Deadlines for projects are firm but fair, allowing maximum success for students of all levels of ability. 
Class Mark – In a studio/lab class, it is essential for the art class to run smoothly and effectively. Disruptive behavior, wasting time, excessive tardiness, leaving work area a mess, disrespect toward teacher or other student, not being prepared etc, will result in loss of marks. Any behavior that interferes with the teacher’s instruction or the student’s learning. 

Portfolio’s – Students will work on their art folders by personalizing them and they must have full name, class period, and Art 11. Students can choose the medium to design their portfolio.
Weekly Schedule (Subject to Change)

Week One and Two

· Introduction to course, mark breakdown, and student’s expectations. Student’s will work on portfolios. 

· Contour drawings (blind, modified). 
· Art Appreciation – Discussions, slides, prints, text, elements of art and principles of design. 

· Will start positive and negative space. 

Week Three and Four
· Positive and Negative space. Sillouhuette, visual, and balance.
· Visual rhythm and pattern
Week Five and Six
· Colour theory – Colour wheel, monochromatic chart, mixing colour, painting, hue, value, intensity, complementary, primary, secondary, intermediate, analogous. 
· Landscape painting and drawing – foreground, middle ground, background, nature studies, sketching, composition, cropping, water colour techniques. 
Week Seven and Eight
· Value scales (graded and gradual), stepped scale
· Basic shapes and forms. Value, cast shadows, highlights, two-dimensional, three dimensional. 
· Proportions
Week Nine and Ten
· Perspective Drawing. One point perspective (Cityscape or Hallway), two point perspective (auto design or room interior), depth, horizon line, vanishing point, parallel lines. 
· 3D Sculpture work and introduction to life drawing. 
Week Eleven and Twelve
· Life drawing – gesture drawing, figure study, anatomy, posing/modeling, foreshortening, action posing, sports drawing. 
· Still life drawing. Composition, proximity, cropping, and view finder. 
Week Thirteen and Fourteen
· Portraits – self portraits, famous person portraits, dimensions of the face, angles, facial expressions, gender characteristics. 
Week Fifteen and Sixteen

· Texture – Pen and ink, hatching, cross hatching, implied texture, value scales in ink, 3D forms in ink
· Editorial Cartoons – Texture, shading techniques, simplify, brain storming, effective communication, making a statement, current issues and events, contrast.
