Non-Fiction Novel Study…On Your Own Time
Over the next two weeks (while we begin and continue our study of Christopher Marlowe and Dr. Faustus), you will be responsible for reading your choice of a non-fiction novel.  Keeping the end in mind, at the end of that two week period, you will be responsible for completing (1) a One-Pager that addresses the “Five Big Questions” necessary for a good reader, AND (2) you will deliver something called a Book Talk to the rest of the class.
Your book talk MUST INCLUDE:

· A basic summary of the book

· A basic summary of the people/characters involved

· Any other relevant/interesting information

· The answers to the FIVE BIG QUESTIONS (we’ll look at those together)

Your book talk may take whatever form you desire, and should be no longer than five minutes.  Also, expect some questions from your peers at the end.  We’ll come up with a rubric together regarding how your presentation will be scored.

The point of this novel study, to be completed in addition to what we’re already doing, is to further guarantee that you are really mastering your time management skills, and to add on to what you’ve been doing with the Articles of the Week (with the notation and upper-level thinking development, you’re increasing your level of background knowledge).
