	Attire 
	Business attire, very professional look. 
	Casual business attire. 
	Casual business attire, but wore sneakers or seemed somewhat wrinkled. 
	General attire not appropriate for audience (jeans, t-shirt, shorts). 

	Preparedness 
	Student is completely prepared and has obviously rehearsed. 
	Student seems pretty prepared but might have needed a couple more rehearsals. 
	The student is somewhat prepared, but it is clear that rehearsal was lacking. 
	Student does not seem at all prepared to present. 

	Content 
	Student shows a great knowledge of the topic and is able to answer all questions. 
	Knowledge of the project is limited, students cannot answer all questions. 
	Students are unprepared and show evidence of lack of knowledge about key points about the topic. 
	Has no idea as to what is going on. 

	Enthusiasm 
	Facial expressions and body language generate a strong interest and enthusiasm about the topic in others. (Strongly Persuasive) 
	Facial expressions and body language sometimes generate a strong interest and enthusiasm about the topic in others. (Somewhat Persuasive) 
	Facial expressions and body language are used to try to generate enthusiasm, but seem somewhat faked. (Only a little Persuasive) 
	Very little use of facial expressions or body language. Did not generate much interest in topic being presented. (Not Persuasive at all) 

	Poster 
	Bright colourful, creative and captures the audience\'s attention. The poster outlines all the key elements (Who, What, Why, Where, When) 
	The poster is missing one key elements and lack of creativity. 
	The poster is missing more than one key element and is not creative. 
	There is no poster provided. 

	Time-Limit 
	Presentation is 12-15 minutes long. 
	Presentation is 9-11 minutes long. 
	Presentation is 5-8 minutes long. 
	Presentation is less than 5 minutes OR more than 15 minutes. 

	Volume 
	Volume is loud enough to be heard by all audience members throughout the presentation. 
	Volume is loud enough to be heard by all audience members at least 90% of the time. 
	Volume is loud enough to be heard by all audience members at least 80% of the time. 
	Volume often too soft to be heard by all audience members. 

	Speaks Clearly 
	Speaks clearly and distinctly all (100-95%) the time, and mispronounces no words. 
	Speaks clearly and distinctly all (100-95%) the time, but mispronounces one word. 
	Speaks clearly and distinctly most ( 94-85%) of the time. Mispronounces no more than one word. 
	Often mumbles or cannot be understood OR mispronounces more than one word. 

	Write up 
	Students provide a well written 1-2 page write up addressing all the questions and a clear understanding of the topic.
