UNIT 1 - THE SHORT STORY:

Type of questions : multiple choice and short answer. You will also read a short story on the exam and answer questions on it.

UNIT 2 – THE ESSAY:

1. All essay notes

a. Types: narrative, expository, descriptive, argumentative, persuasive

b. Know how to answer questions on purpose, plan, tone (analysis).

2. Know ALL essay terms (ie: analogy, coherence, microcosm etc.)

3. You will be asked to write an essay of a specific type, know the format!

UNIT 3 - POETRY

1. Know all general types: lyric, narrative, dramatic, social commentary, light verse
2. Know specific kinds of poetry in each type:


Lyric: haiku, idyll, sonnets, ode, free verse, hymn, songs (only the first 3 in detail)


Narrative: epic, ballad


Dramatic: dramatic monologue, Shakespearean plays
2. Know ALL vocabulary highlighted in class (from your Poetry Theory notes)
3. Specific poems:
