Literature Circles for Homer’s Iliad
There are specific roles that are assigned to each group member in a Literature Circle.  They are as follows:

· Discussion director: prepare a brief summary of the reading and use critical thinking in your  questions that will lead to discussion by the group. Your role is to facilitate and promote discussion. Keep the conversation going!
· Illustrator uses a drawing to represent a significant scene or idea from the reading. 

· Connector finds connections between the reading material and something outside the text, such as a personal experience, a topic studied in another class, or a different work of literature. 

· Mythological Investigator finds background information pertaining to references to specific Greek Gods or heroes in the assigned chapter (Book 1, book 2 etc.)
Your group will decide on who will fill the roles noted above, in order to ensure that your Literature Circle is successful.  Work to the strengths of each group member when choosing or assigning these roles.
