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	(1) Reread the story told by the Captain at the beginning of Act I scene ii.  Analyze the language carefully and then paraphrase it into the language of today.  Retain the point of view, verb tense, form and meaning—simply contemporize it.  Make sure that your work has the same flow as the original.  You are translating ideas, not only words.  Please use the MLA essay format discussed in class.  Assignments should be double-spaced on unlined paper.

	

	(2) The idea of what it is to be a ‘man’ runs through the play.  Begin by brainstorming a list of 8-12 qualities that you think a man should possess.  Start collecting pictures, headlines—anything that reflects what you feel a man should be.  Find a song or poem that deals with the theme of manhood or manliness.  Create a collage of images that speaks to its audience about what you feel a man is.  Include the poem or song in the collage. Your collage should contain at least 10 images and be aesthetically pleasing. 

	

	(3) The audience encounters Lady Macbeth for the first time in Act 1, scene v.  She must make a striking impression for this, her first appearance.  How do you visualize her?  What are her age, costume and physical appearance?  Write a descriptive paragraph high-lighting her physical features, apparel, and overall presence.  Once complete, design her costume.  Be detailed.  Sketch Lady Macbeth as audiences would first encounter her in Act I, scene v.  Use full colour.  If possible, attach small fabric samples that you would use to construct her costume.  Hand in the costume sketch with fabric samples and descriptive paragraph on the reverse.  If you can sew, you can create the costume instead.

	

	(4) Choose a speech or soliloquy from Act I that is at least 14 lines in length.  Memorize this speech and present it to the class.

	

	(5) Prepare a video with images and/or footage to explain the myth behind why Macbeth must be referred to as The Scottish Play and the history of bad luck that has plagued productions of this play.  Use your own voice for the narration of the video.
