1. Contamination is the loss, destruction or alteration of physical evidence.
2. Police log- A written record of what an officer has witnessed.
3.  Impressions- patterns or marks found on surfaces caused by various objects.
4. Chain of custody – the witness, written record of, dates, times  and circumstances of events handling by all the people who had control over items of evidence
5. Peace officer- person responsible for preserving peace, police officer, mayor etc.
6. Appearance notice- legal document , usually less serious offence, compelling an accused to appear in court
7. Summons-  document for an indictable offence, ordering accused person to appear in court
8. Class characteristics- general attributes of an objects, such as type, make, model and size.
9. Physical evidence- An object, impression or evidence that can prove or disprove facts.
10. Surety-a person who agrees to make a payment if the accused does not appear in trial
11. Centre- The immediate area where the offense was committed.
12. Forensic science- Scientific techniques used to analyze evidence in a criminal investigation.

13. Individual characteristics- Specific and unique specifics of an object 
14. Citizen’s arrest-arrest without a warrant by any person other than peace officer
15. Bail-temporary release of accused who posts money or some other security to guarantee his appearance in court
16. Visible finger print- A print formed when a fingertip is coated in a substance.
17. Latent fingerprint- A print formed by natural oils and perspiration
18. Arrest-legally depriving someone of liberty, by seizing or touching person to indicate they’re in custody
19. Detention- legally depriving a person of liberty for purpose of asking questions
20. Reasonable grounds- info that would lead a reasonable person to conclude that the suspect had committed an offence
21. Bench warrant-issued directly by judge when an accused person fails to appear in court
22. Arrest warrant- written court order directing the arrest of the suspect
23. Search warrant-court document that gives the police the right to search a location
24. Reverse onus-shifting the burden of proof to the defense
