2) Students will examine various genres of literature and non-fiction. For example we will incorporate: articles, poems, short stories, essays, advertisements, classical literature.  Further, students will reinforce the above reading and writing sills as they strive to understand and create meaningful connections to the literature presented.  

Unit 2:  Shakespeare( 4 weeks)

Reinforce Reading and Writing Strategies as well as speaking and presentation skills through the study of Shakespeare’s writing.   The following concepts will be reinforced:

· Historical context of life in Elizabethan England

· Increased complexity of Shakespearean language

· Shakespeare’s writing style, including iambic pentameter, blank verse, couplet, aside, allusion, soliloquy, pun, dramatic irony, tragic hero, tragic flaw (hubris).

Students will be expected to read more of the Shakespeare text on their own, and demonstrate comprehension through comprehensive verbal and written responses. (Possible plays: Hamlet  or A Midsummer Night’s Dream)
Unit 3:   Novel Study (5 weeks)

         Reinforce Reading and Writing Strategies as well as oral discussion skills through the study of a novel.   Traditionally, this has been achieved through a class study of the novel (Possible novels: Of Mice and Men or The Americans Are Coming .  The following terms and concepts will be reviewed throughout the study of the novel: 
Plot (exposition, rising action, climax, falling action, resolution), character (flat/round), theme, conflict (character vs. character, self, nature, society, supernatural), irony, point of view (first person, third person), imagery, foreshadowing, setting, author’s purpose and style of writing.
