The Lord of the Flies Final Project

(Choose to complete one of the following projects)

Projects will be graded on creativity, how well you demonstrate your understanding of the novel and how well you complete all facets of the project you choose. 

Newspaper: Create a newspaper for major events of the novel. Your newspaper must include at least three of the following: a news story, a review (book or film), an editorial, a feature story, a commentary, a cartoon, and/or a profile piece. All must be linked to the novel. You should choose quotes from the book to act as your interviews, although you may embellish a bit.  This may be an online version or in hard copy.
Graphic Novel/Comic Book: Recreate the story in a graphic novel/comic book format.  Choose what you think are the most important scenes and tell the story of The Lord of the Flies. The quality of your project will be determined by the following: a) the extent to which your graphic novel includes the entire story of the novel, b) the quality/effort of the artwork, and c) the inclusion of an introduction in which you explain what you tried to capture in your recreation of the novel. You should use some quotes from the novel to narrate your story, as well as in your introduction. 

Survival Manual: Create a survival manual that describes the essentials of survival in a foreign or hostile environment, and options for materials and strategies.  As a technical document, the manual will report and/or convey information logically and correctly, will include a troubleshooting guide, and anticipate readers’ problems, mistakes, and misunderstandings.  

Human Rights Poster: Develop a poster providing three real-world situations of human rights abuse by current governments, as well as the abuses Jack and the other hunters inflict on the boys after Jack gains power.  The information should be brief and factual and include similar situations to the novel, but it should advance a judgment that shows a comprehensive grasp of theme, supports key issues, and demonstrates awareness of the text.  

Tactile Project:  Create a sculpture or collection of art work that connects to a theme in the novel.  You must include a one page double spaced written piece that explains your piece and how it connects to the novel.  Please only choose this option if you have a talent for this area.

Fictional Narrative: Write a fictional story that incorporates one of the themes of the novel.  In the past, students have also re-written the story in different settings or with different genders.  This option should be a four page double-spaced story.

Social Media: Choose a character and create a social media “life” for this character.  Imagine that while on the island, the character has access to Instagram, Twitter, Facebook, etc. This product can be digital or in hard copy.

Blog (individual) Imagine one of the characters has a laptop with an infinite battery life but no internet connection.  He writes a blog recording events on the island, hoping to put it online the second he is rescued. Entries will be from one character’s point of view (you choose!)

Create a littleun’s journal describing his experiences on the island.  The journal should cover all major events on the island.  Be sure to use language that is appropriate for a six year old child.  Drawings can certainly accompany the littleun’s words.  Because this is one of the easier choices, more is expected.

Create another chapter to Lord of the Flies.  This chapter should continue with what happens to the children once they leave the island.  Be sure to follow William Golding in the style of his writing.  DICTION is important.

Create a script for a talk show in which characters from the book are reunited.  Film the talk show.  The filmed show shouldn’t be any longer than 15 minutes.  You should examine questions we have as readers.  Both the script and the video should be turned in.  
Your choice:  If you have a great idea for a different project, just ask.
