Eligible for consideration are affiliates of the NBFL or 

members in good standing of a local union affiliated 

with the NBFL under taking or supporting an education 

effort. 

 

Selection criteria include project worthiness, potential 

benefits to community and workers and financial need. 

Applications must be on the prescribed form and must 

be received by the secretary of the New Brunswick 

Federation of Labour Education Committee not later 

than June 30th of each year. 

 

Successful applicants will be notified immediately 

when the decision is reached by the New Brunswick 

Federation of Labour Education Committee and official 

announcement of the winners will be made by the 

Secretary-Treasurer of the New Brunswick Federation 

of Labour.
