3. Set Design- Describe what the set looks like colors, textures, furnishings. Address- Does the set seem appropriate for the story, is the set too cluttered or too empty, is the set believable, what kind of mood is created by the colors and textures of the set?
4. Costumes & Make-up- Describe what the costumes and make-up looked like 
colors, textures, fabrics, shapes. Address- what kind of period the costumes reflect, what do the costumes suggest about the characters? (jobs, ages, relationships, personal traits), Do the costumes go well with the colors in the set, is the make-up too heavy or too light?
5. Lighting- Describe how the lights are used- colors, gobos, etc..Address- Can you see the characters you are supposed to, what kind of mood is created by the lights, are the light changes smooth or abrupt, are the colors appropriate or do they flush out the actors and the set, are there shadows on the walls, or dark spots on the floor (accidentally)?
6. Genre- What is the genre of this play? How can you tell? How is that mood created?
7. Plot- What is the play about? Who are the main characters and what are their relationships? Why do you think the author thought this story was important enough to write a play about it?
8. Overall Effect- What is your overall opinion and why? Would you recommend the show to someone else? Why or why not?
