SENIOR MEMORY BOOK

     During this term you will write a book, a Senior Memory Book. It will consist of your memories and thoughts from your whole life with some focus on things we will have covered in our class. It will be due at the end of the course, but you must begin now and work on it for the remainder of this course in order to complete it on time without rushing. (One class per week will be designated for the Memory Book)
     The final product will be presented to me in 3 ring binder with page protectors. Whether you need a 1/2 inch or a 2 inch binder will depend upon how much you put into this memory book. Your binder may have drawings or pictures pasted on the outside cover, inside cover, and the spine if you wish. You may buy a scrapbook if you choose but it is not necessary. 
     Your Senior Memory Book must include the following 12 chapters with several different writing genres:

Chapter  1:    "Who Am I?" 
Who are you? Where do you live? What do you want to do with your life?
Chapter  2:    "Before I Was, There Were . . ." 
Your parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, older cousins and siblings and anybody who may not be a relative but who has helped to pave the way for you and your family.
Chapter  3:    "School Bells" 

Your earliest years in school – K through 3 -- learning to read, special school

             programs, special teachers and special friends.
Chapter  4:    “What is a Leader”

What do you think a leader is? What qualities do they possess?  What do they do?
Chapter  5:    “My Leader”

Who is your leader or someone you look up to/admire and why?
Chapter  6:    "Favorite Game or Sports Experience" 

Describe in some detail your favorite sport/team/a game that you have attended in person OR your favorite personal game experience.
Chapter  7:    "If I could sit with…”

If you could meet or sit with any individual alive or deceased, who would it be and why?

Chapter 8:   "Taking a Risk" 


Describe a time where you did something that completely pushed you outside of your comfort zone, but were glad you did it in the end.  What did you learn?  How did you grow?

Chapter 9:    “Helping One Another”

What kinds of ways have you helped out your community through volunteering?
Chapter 10:    “Favorite Things”


Your favorite thing or something you are passionate about.
Chapter 11:  “Goals”

What is your 5 year plan?  Where do you see yourself, doing what, profession, school? 

Chapter 12:    "At Last, I'm a Senior" 

Your senior year: highlights, troubles, successes, heartbreaks, friends, teachers, coaches, etc. 

Epilogue       "If I could live my life all over again, I would . . ."
· Written work for each chapter should exceed 200 words (except for poems or creative writing).
