[bookmark: _GoBack]The last question!  Let’s tie up the book!
For this last question, let’s try some persuasive writing.  You are basically going to convince a friend to read this same book (or not!).  Please use some strong voice in your writing, and back up your points with details from the book.  People won’t believe you if you don’t show that you know what you are talking about. Make this book seem irresistible to your friend. 
You have two ways you go with this:
1) If you really liked the book: write the argument you would use to convince one of your friends to read this novel.  Use strong VOICE in your persuasion…not just through overusing exclamation points. 

1. If you DIDN’T really like the book: explain to that same friend any parts of the novel that you weren’t too wild about.  You can be honest, but keep your literary voice strong.

1. You can use any balance of 1 & 2 – perhaps you mostly liked it, but one aspect drove you crazy…….maybe you didn’t like it much, but one things kept you going….
