RETURNING GRAD GOWNS 
IMMEDIATELY FOLLOWING GRADUATION CEREMONY 

TUESDAY, JUNE 16 
Grad gowns must be returned immediately following 
the graduation ceremony.  A designated dressing room 
in the LBA will be set up and clearly marked. 
 Grads make sure your name is checked off the list.  Any 
gown lost or not returned is the responsibility of the 
student.  Gowns are shipped out first thing the 
following morning first thing, and are subject to a 
financial penalty if not sent out on time. 
Bringing them with you when you arrive for safe grad is 
not acceptable, as there is no one to check off your 
name.
